This is a 
Certificate IV in Business and it has 
been developed to increase your skills 
in managing a variety of business 
enterprises.  Units include; Develop 
team and individuals and Report on 
financial activities.  This course 
covers 10 business units and the 
course is for  170 hours.  The course 
will be conducted during the day and 
starts on Thursday 2 August.

What's new in Community Colleges 

At the recent Community Colleges conference 
Patrick Foley was appointed the Vice-
President of  Community Colleges NSW (C C 
NSW).  The executive of  C C NSW is a vital 
link between local colleges, government 
departments and other education providers in 
NSW and will help ensure the continuation of  
community based education in Australia.  
Community Colleges NSW has a membership 
of  57 colleges in NSW and the revenue for 
the sector is $76,321,000. Permanent 
employee and tutor payroll is $28,949,000 and 
the casual payroll is $17,400,000 for 2006.  
Currently NSW has 7164 employees and 4832 
volunteers working in the 57 colleges 
throughout the state. 

 

Also at the conference, Community College 
Australia (C C A) was launched to enable 
colleges to deliver nationally accredited 
courses Australia wide.  C C A has already 
produced an enormous opportunity with the 
development of  an Australia Wide 
Community College course guide on the 
internet using courses.com.  Insurance will 
also be reduced when a number of  Victorian 
Colleges join the association.   

Patrick was appointed a director of  C C A in 
June at the first meeting of  C C NSW after 
the conference.
